	Role and Context

	Job Purpose
To support the work of the Public Health Children and young people’s team in the commissioning of services and the implementation of projects across the Norfolk Health system (including Norfolk County Council, the Health and Wellbeing Board, Integrated Care Board, District Councils and other external partners).

The post holder will be accountable to a Public Health Principal for Children and Young People’s Services and will work in a multi-agency environment.

	The post holder will support a portfolio of public health services and projects which could include:
· Health Child Services
· Services for vulnerable children and young people
· Health weight and lifestyle services
· Services focused on children and young people’s health inequalities. 


	Context
The key responsibilities of the Public Health department are to:
I. deliver the County Council Priorities, directly and through direct joint working with other Directorates
II. deliver the statutory functions of the Director of Public Health
III. commission the mandated public health services

For a two tier county such as Norfolk there are also wider determinants of health
that are district council responsibilities and partnership working is important to promote and protect good health.

	Key Responsibilities: 

1. To support the commissioning of Public Health services in specified policy areas, ensuring they deliver value for money and are cost effective, by:
a. writing evidence- based service specifications that address the findings of needs assessment,
b. supporting the procurement and management of contracts for public health services, and
c. conducting service evaluations and reviews.
2. To support senior staff in the provision of specialist public health and commissioning support to the NHS Clinical Commissioning Groups on specified health care topics.
3. To deliver Public Health projects aligned to public health policy areas using a recognised project management framework, in order that they contribute to the overall priorities of the council and the Public health strategy for Norfolk. To assess the evidence of effectiveness of health and wellbeing interventions, programmes and services in order to inform commissioning, strategy and service reviews.
4. To articulate health information to support the development of commissioning, projects and strategy and action to tackle health inequality issues and writing reports to make recommendations as appropriate.
5. To support the undertaking of technical, statistical, quantitative and qualitative public health analyses including health needs and impact assessments, and health equity audits in conjunction with partners. Information from which to be used to inform effective decision- making. 
6. To work closely with other parts of the Council in order to raise the profile of public health and embed public health within council services and policies. 
Key Accountabilities
1.	Delivering allocated projects / work streams within appropriate levels of quality, time, budget, resources and performance.
2.	Working within an evidence-based approach and within ethical frameworks to deliver high quality and equitable services.
3. Developing influencing relationships with staff, external organisations and partners to ensure that Public Health objectives are met.
4. The accuracy, timeliness and quality of reports, analysis and assessments produced.
5. The accuracy and quality of contributions to Public Health advice given.
6. Working within identified resource restraints and defined initiatives
7. Reporting issues where unforeseen events impact on objectives, targets or budgets.
8. Ensuring that local policies, national requirements, professional standards, regulatory standards and codes of practice for delivery of public health services are met.
9. Ensuring that health and safety legislation, policy and best practice is fully complied with.
10. Keeping up to date by participating in Continuous Professional Development (CPD), research and audit.
