	Job Purpose 

	As a Residential Children’s Practitioner Level 3 you will ensure the effective delivery of residential care by providing specialist knowledge to proactively recommend and implement appropriate interventions, needs assessments and care planning. 

You’ll be the portfolio lead for a specialist area of the Ofsted regulations, coordinating activities and mentoring colleagues to support the home in meeting and maintaining Ofsted standards and the Children’s Homes Regulations. 

Our Children’s Homes are registered with Ofsted and provide support for children and young people, including some with disabilities, in line with their individual needs and care plans. The role needs to maintain good professional practice within the homes in accordance with departmental standards, working as part of a team to achieve good outcomes for children and young people.

You will help to create a positive environment for each young person with particular regard for their safety, health and education and diverse needs.


	Context 

	Children and young people have told us what matters to them most. As a result, alongside our partners, we have developed a system-wide vision and outcomes for every child in Norfolk to flourish. Our Vital Signs strategy is at the core of helping us achieve our outcomes.

The Residential Service provides 24/7 care and support for young people aged 5-18 years of age. You would be expected to provide care and support to children and young people from diverse backgrounds, often with emotional and behavioural difficulties. You will work as part of a team to create stability and support children and young people to achieve good outcomes, or as part of our peripatetic team to cover staffing gaps in any of our homes or provide specific pieces of bespoke work that might be needed, either in a residential home or as outreach work in young people’s family homes.

We believe it is vital that children are prepared and able to learn, build positive long-term relationships and receive support to enable the best possible outcomes.

The service is provided in accordance with legislation, national guidance, LSCB  
procedures and protocols, departmental quality assurance targets and timescales, and local partnership agreements.



	Accountabilities

	Safeguarding 
Through all accountabilities and at all times, safeguard and promote the welfare and wellbeing of children, young people and vulnerable adults. Maintain an up-to-date knowledge of child protection and safeguarding. Take responsibility for safeguarding within the home when on-call and deputising for senior managers.


	Assessment and managing risk
Provide specialist advice and input to young people’s care plans, risk assessments, including for their review and implementation. Form interventions related to the specialist portfolio area that are creative, high quality and flexible to meet complex needs and aim to deliver positive outcomes for children and their families. Manage risk and behaviours effectively to strengthen emotional resilience and address underlying causes impacting negatively on the young people’s development. 


	Recording 
Contribute to written reports and plans for the assessment of young people. Maintain full and accurate written records and undertake file auditing to ensure high quality of records on case management systems. 
 

	Multi-Agency Partnership Working
Attend care planning meetings to share knowledge of portfolio area and to develop good interagency relationships. Be an advocate for the young person, actively seeking their views and of their families. Work in partnership with children, families and all professionals who are involved in decision-making and planning, sharing information in a timely and accurate manner.


	Policy and Practice
Work with managers to review processes in line with policy and procedures and be responsible for the implementation of these within the home. Ensure that services are provided in accordance with departmental standards, equal opportunities standards and objectives of quality assurance.  Keep up to date with changes in policy, practice, legislation, and research relating to residential care. Ensure observance of and adherence to the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 and Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999. Work in a budget-aware manner.


	Person-Centred Approach
Collaborate on plans that promote the reduction of risk and/or stabilisation of the young people within their home. Undertake direct work with children and their families both within the family home and the community, including outside of office hours and provide on call service to children/young people and families. Form effective relationships with young people and their families, to ensure that their emotional and physical needs and ‘safe care’ standards are met. Ensure that keyworkers are fulfilling the expectations of their roles.


	Leadership and management
Be the portfolio lead for an agreed area of specialism around the Ofsted standards and regulations. Typical areas of specialism include 'Education and Training', 'Rebuilding relationships', and 'Emotional and physical health and wellbeing'. Attend planning and statutory meetings where needed.

Share specialist knowledge and experience in the induction and mentoring processes. Provide supervision sessions and mentoring for team members within the home. Be a positive role model for less experienced staff and providing feedback to management on opportunities and concerns. 

Deputise for the management team when working as part of the manager on call rota.


	Operational Delivery
Contribute to the day-to-day care, support, and supervision to children and young people. Encourage participation in recreational and educational activities. Promote the development of self-care skills and independence. Support the educational development and achievements of children and young people. Carry out any other appropriate duties as may be required. 

For homes or services that look after children with disabilities (CWD):
Provide personal intimate care to holistically support children and young people with disabilities, which can include tasks such as washing, feeding, toileting, dressing, hoisting, administering medication. Health care tasks and duties that can be met through appropriate training and delegation of clinical procedures in line with the 2005 Royal College of Nursing.


	Learning and Development
Take responsibility for own personal and professional development undertaking training and development opportunities as they arise in order to maintain and develop competency.

	Other Job Information 

	Appointment will be subject to satisfactory Enhanced Disclosure and Barring Service check to assess the suitability of candidates to work with vulnerable children. An enhanced Disclosure and Barring Service check will be undertaken every three years. 

Staff will need to be mentally and physically fit for the purpose of the work that they are to perform. All staff will have their performance and fitness to carry out their role formally appraised at least once annually in relation to Regulation 13.5 of the ‘Guide to Children’s Homes Regulations’ and will have regular supervisions with their line manager to discuss any issue they may have. 

It is also important to be aware that you will be working with complex and emotionally difficult cases. You may be required to visit family homes where conditions and hygiene may be poor/unsafe, and you may encounter drug/alcohol abusing service users.  You may also encounter extreme behaviours and possibly violence from the young people you are caring for. 

The post holder may be required to work outside of office hours, including early mornings, evenings and weekends, and to provide on call service to children/young people and families. They will work shifts within children’s homes and may be requested to work in a home that is not their base. You must be prepared to work evenings/nights, weekends and bank holidays, sleep in the residential homes and lone work at times.
